While we are retaining our two
day program, our Executive Committee has also decided to modify that program by adding a Hebrew
make-up tutorial that will be offered each Sunday immediately following Sunday School for students
who mi ssed the previous weekds Monday afternoo
intended to be a substitute for our Monday program. It is, instead, a means of helping those students
who must miss an occasional Monday due to illness, excessive homework, or scheduling conflict to
avoid falling behind in their Hebrew studies.

professional staff, our lay leadership and | conducted in regard to the possibility of changing to a one
day program. Since that time, we have reviewed the comments we solicited from you, communicated
with a large reform congregation in Charlotte, North Carolina, spoken with teenagers from our
congregation as well as college and graduate school-age young adults who grew up in our
congregation. At several Executive Committee meetings, we discussed all of the information we
gleaned from this research and concluded we would deprive our children of too many worthwhile
experiences were we to combine Hebrew School and Sunday School so that students would attend on
only one day. Our research made it clear to us that while we could provide a good one day program, it
would not be nearly as effective in helping us provide our students with the knowledge and social
contact that enable them to find meaning and joy in being Jewish that we could provide with our
current two day program.

We want you to know that we are grateful for all the input you provided. We received many thoughtful
and heartfelt emails from you. Your messages to us reflected sincere concern for the well-being of our
congregationds chil dren. Every thought and se
carefully. 1 believe | speak for our entire Executive Committee when | tell you that although the
decision was a unanimous one, it was not an easy one.

Our curriculum and programming will be reviewed and refined this summer. With our outstanding
Religious/Hebrew School administrative leadership of Elaine Wolstein and Gayle Maller and our
wonderful faculty in place, | am confident that our already fine program will be even better in the future.
